	Kevin Tankersley (Woodway resident and current Chairperson of the Parks & Recreation Commission) – Mr. Tankersley wished to express his thanks to Councilmembers Russell and Keyston for their active participation in meetings and in the governing process, regardless of any disagreements he may have had with them.
Representative Pat Curry (Waco resident and member of the Texas House of Representatives) – Rep. Curry recognized the service of Councilmembers Russell and Keyston, particularly their commitment to transparency, and presented them with Texas flags flown over the Capitol.

Lori Whitsell (Woodway resident) – Mrs. Whitsell expressed her appreciation to Councilmembers Russell and Keyston for their service.

Marilyn Harren (Woodway resident) – Ms. Harren expressed concern and frustration regarding the ongoing Fairway Gravity Sewer project behind her home, and particularly with the removal of native plantings and many years of growth. She has spoken with D. Guerra (contractor) leadership and with Community Services but remains concerned about the replacement of planting and the protection of her backyard and the slope from erosion.

There being no others who wished to speak, the Mayor closed public comments at 5:40 p.m. and the session paused briefly for Representative Curry to take photos with Councilmembers Russell and Keyston.

	Councilmember Russell made a motion, seconded by Councilmember Keyston, to open discussion on the item.

Adam Niolet provided a brief background, indicating that Council last nominated for this position in 2024. Mayor Pro Tem (then Councilmember) Cook was Woodway’s nominee at that time, though she was not elected.

Mayor Qourzal questioned whether it would be possible to nominate one of the elected Councilmembers who had not yet been sworn in, or to table the discussion until those Councilmembers had been sworn in. 
City Attorney David Shaw and City Secretary Kasia Redden answered these questions and offered the timeline for nomination and election provided by the County.

After further discussion, Councilmember Russell made a motion that the body nominate Councilmember Ken Sury. The motion was seconded by Councilmember Gilman. The motion carried with five assenting votes. Mayor Qourzal voted against and Councilmember Sury did not vote.

Councilmember Ken Sury will be submitted as Woodway’s nominee, and the members will receive the ballot from McLennan County and cast votes via Resolution at the first meeting in May.
